Application Deadline: There will be two rounds of deadlines, October 26th, 2008 and November 16th, 2008. Applications received prior to October 26th will be considered in the first round and after the first deadline in the second round. Applicants will be notified within a week from the deadline and will be in respond to one of the following:
· Acceptance to the program

· Put in a alternative status, in which an update will be followed after the second deadline

· Not accepted to the program and explained why

It is encouraged that applications are submitted as soon as possible for consideration. 

Additional Applicant Information: After receiving the application, applicants might be requested to submit additional documentation, which can include but not limited to background check, school disciplinary record/ letter, references, etc. In addition, if you are accepted to the program, other forms and documentation will be needed which include but are not limited to personal information such as demographics, ability limits, media and medical release, and a copy of a valid passport. 

Limited-Abilities Disclaimer: Service For Peace does not discriminate participants and anyone based on their physical abilities. Due to the lack of infrastructure and support for people with limited-abilities in the country, it is not recommended for participants depending on the limited-ability to apply. For example, for people with mobility limited-abilities, there is no wheelchair transportation, ramps, nor access. However with the understanding/agreement between the participant and the program organizers, the participant will be accepted to participate in the program knowing that difficulties and challenging situations will be experienced. 

Cost, Fees, Refunds, and Donations: The total cost of the program is $550, which includes lodging, food, and transportation within the country. Airfare is not included; however the program will try to provide information on partnered travel agencies that will provide discounted fares for the participant. A fee that participants are responsible is the airport-exit-tax paid (about US$30) at departure.
After being accepted to the program, applicants will be notified to send a deposit of a $100 check to our Miami, Florida office within a week. If not received on time, the participant might lose their slot in the program. The remaining $450 is to be paid before the following deadlines:

· If you were accepted in the first round:

· $ 250 is due by November14th, 2008

· $200 is due by November 28th, 2008

· If you were accepted in the second round:

· $ 450 is due by November 28th, 2008
Accepted applicants are welcome to submit the total amount at any time before the indicated deadlines mentioned above. 

Service For Peace understands that there are circumstances that are not within the applicant’s control. However, Service For Peace does ask for the applicant’s understanding that program expenses need to be covered before the start of the program. To avoid misunderstandings, the applicant must immediately notify Service For Peace that he/she cannot participate. In addition, the following refund amounts will be returned to the applicant depending on how long before the program starts:

· By October 30th, 2008: 100% will be refunded

· By November 15th, 2008: 75 % will be refunded

· By November 30th, 2008: 50 % will be refunded

· By December 7th: 25% will be refunded

· After the mentioned date above there will be no refunds

If there is a discipline or behavior situation with the participant during the program, the participant can be expelled from the program, in which no partial refunds will be given. In addition, the participant will be responsible for transportation/ airfare cost. 

Donations that participants receive towards their program cost will be tax-deductable. Please have donor make check to Service For Peace and mail it to our Miami, Florida office. The donation received will go towards the program cost for the participant. In the case that the donation(s) is larger than the participant’s program cost, the remaining funds can go towards another participant’s program cost, or funds will be used to offset the expenses for building of the Pre-K Classroom. 
Flight Itinerary, Airport Pickup and Drop-off: Participants are asked to schedule to arrive on December 12th, 2008 and depart on December 23rd, 2008. Once accepted, the participant will be notified that they can purchase her/his airfare and the airport information will be given as well. 
Airport pickup and drop-off will be coordinated. For participant’s budget purposes, the airport locations are San Pedro Sula (SAP) or Tegucigalpa (TGU). Note that participants cannot arrive on or after December 13th, 2008; and cannot depart on or before December 22nd, 2008. If the participant is planning to fly-in and out of San Pedro Sula; the arrival date must be Friday, December 12th, 2008 and departure date must be Tuesday, December 23rd, 2008. For airfare cost purposes, participants flying in ONLY to Tegucigalpa can fly days earlier for cheaper flight, however there might be additional costs if the stay is more than a total of two days before the program. It is recommended to fly earlier if the participant is saving couple hundred dollars. Note:  departures from both airports must be Tuesday, December 23rd, 2008. 
In case of emergencies (does not include participant’s health) or circumstances, the participant will be responsible for transportation expenses that occur outside the program’s schedule. 

Luggage and School Supplies: Service For Peace encourages participants to bring school supplies to be donated to the school and community. It is recommended as most airlines allow two pieces of luggage, that one is for personal use and another for school supplies donation. Participants will be informed more about the school supplies. 

Accommodations: Participants will be staying with host-families, which have been identified, screened, and oriented by the Service For Peace staff. It is recommended that the participant bring a small gift from home for the host family. 
Skype/Conference Call Support Calls: There will be scheduled support calls for applicants, accepted participants, and parents throughout the next couple of months prior to the program. This also includes calls to give additional information and answer any questions that applicants or parents might have.
